
In November 2001, Light of Life held weekly 
Bible Study sessions at the Lakes of Newport 
Clubhouse. In the next two months, God 
grew the fellowship enough to commence 
Sunday Services. On February 17, 2002, 
Light of Life held its first Sunday service in 
the cafeteria of Village Elementary School
in Sunrise, Florida.

Soon after this move to Village Elementary, 
affectionately called “Happiness and 
Learning”, that ministry’s growth required 
its own space to hold rehearsals and 
meetings. In August 2002, we relocated the 
ministry to a small storefront facility, which 
we call in our archives “27th Avenue”. 
This move was instrumental to the birth
of our Prophetic Conference, which later 
became the “Vision Conference”. Also there, we had our first musicians and 

held our first Prayer Workshop and Order In 
The House sessions. Our consistent growth 
led to the relocation to Margate, Florida in the 
3500 sq ft warehouse facility. It was there that 
the true essence of LOLWC began to 
manifest. At this location, we experienced 
additional growth, and the various 
departments of our ministry were mobilized. 

Our Arts, Worship, Youth, and Media departments offered greater impact to our 
growth. In April 2009, LOLWC found its new home at our cur-rent location in 
Tamarac, Florida. We have been blessed by God to this point, but this is the 
time we are declaring the season to OWN a facility for the Lord as we are 
“Transforming Lives in His Light: To Worship, To Serve and To Disciple”!

Every fourth Sunday will be “Super Sunday” and they are 
designated for submission of funds to this project. Otherwise, you 
can make contributions to this campaign at any time.

6. I am already a consistent tither and giver to LOLWC.
Can I redirect my giving to this project instead?

Your tithe and operations are designed to support the operational 
functions of the church. You will need to remain faithful to those 
efforts. This campaign is specifically to the building or purchase of 
a new facility.
